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Logging In to MindTouch Deki

Once you've set up your MindTouch Deki, you are ready to log in and start adding content. To log in, click
the Log in button, which in a default Deki skin is in the upper right hand corner.

This will then redirect you to the login screen for MindTouch Deki.

Create an Account

If an account was created for you, or if you are the Admin, then you can login to Deki by using your
Username and Password. If you don't have an account in the system, clickQheate an accountlink. You
will be redirected to a form requesting the following information:

Fill in all of the information and then click Create an account. This will then log you into Deki with the
username created.

Reset Password

If you ever forget your password to MindTouch Deki, you can easily reset it by going to the Login page,
putting your Username in theUsername field and then clickingForgot password? An email will be sent
to the user's registered email address with a new password for your account. It is highly recommended
that you change your password once you login. This can be done by goinfoils -> My Preferences

My Page
Every user for MindTouch Deki gets a My Page space; it can be accessed by clicking bty thagelink in
the top left corner, or by clicking your username listed next to the Log out link. The My Page is the user's

own area where they can draft pages, add profile information, and add documentation that is relevant to
them.

After you click on the My Page link, the user will be presented with their user area, which if this is there
first time it will look like this:

My Page is a great place to draft content and test out features of Deki.

Creating a New Page and Hierarchy

To start adding content to Deki, we need to add pages. To get started, click on a page in the navigation
column that you want to add a subpage to. If you are on the homepage of Deki and there are no pages
under it, this will be the start of the MindTouch Deki hierarchy. Click on thidew Pagebutton (which looks
like this):

This will create a new page called Page Title. Change the name as desired, and add content to the page like
this:




Once you have added content to the page. cli8kveand the name of the page will be updated in the
hierarchy. It looks like this:

Note that the Page name and the name in the Hierarchy are the same. You can continue to add more pages
to the hierarchy and create spaces for topics, departments, and more. Please note, when you click the New
Page button it will add a subpage to the page that you are currently on. If you want to create a first level
hierarchy, you'll want to click on the Home Page before adding a new page.

Creating Sub-pages

Let's assume you were viewing a page titlédccountingand you decide to add a new sub-page. First
create your main page titled'AccountingO amtick save. When ofiAccounting@lick "New page”, this will
then create a sub-page, also known as a child page.



A sub-page makes it easy to organize information in a logical manner

Reordering the Hierarchy/Display Tites

MindTouch Deki automatically orders newly created pages in alpha-numeric order according to the URL.
You have the ability to override the name of the page and how it appears in the hierarchy to be different
from the URL after you save the page for the first time. This gives flexibility to organize the hierarchy
according to the URL while maintaining user facing friendly titles. To reorder a hierarchy do the following:
If your hierarchy is as follows:

¥ Home

¥ Apples are good

¥ Bananas are the best

¥ Carrots are OK
Now if you want to reorder we would move the page by clicking More -> Move and then in the Title field in
the Move dialog you would give the page a title that would place it below "Bananas are the best" at the top.
For example "Bananas are the best" -> "1Bananas are the best" This will only change the URL of the page
but still maintain the the Display title. The hierarchy will then show the following:

¥ Home
¥ Bananas are the best
¥ Apples are good

Multiple Edits - Merge Conflicts

MindTouch Deki has a sophisticated merging engine that will recognize separate changes down to the
word and accurately merge the revisions together. This helps with collaboration as there are less chances
that if more than one user is editing a page there will be conflicts.

First letOs examine at a high level how MindTouch Deki handles a merge.

Say you have the following set of sentences:

The dog ran along the fence while the boy biked away.
The boy was heading off to college to pursue his lifelong dream of being a developer.

Bob edits the first sentence to read this: THdack dog ran along thewhite fence while the boy biked
away.

And Tim edits the second sentence to read: The boy was heading off to college to pursue his lifelong dream
of being abaker.

These edits occur at the same time but are saved at different times. Regardless of who started the edit first
and who saved first, MindTouch Deki will merge the sentences together to form a comprehensive set of
sentences as it is intended:

The black dog ran along the white fence while the boy biked away.
The boy was heading off to college to pursue his lifelong dream of being a baker.

This is also true on a Section and Page level.

Now if Bob and TimOs edits were to overlap then both edits will still be saved, but the last person to save
will have the opportunity to review and compare the edits and confirm that nothing has been lost that
should be kept.

Example:

Using the same sentences from above. Bob edits the first sentence to read:
The blackluck waddled next tehe white fence while the boy biked away.
While Tim edits the first sentence to read:

The blackat walked on top athe white fence while the boy biked away.

Bob saves his changes first which is accepted by the system. Tim saves his changes which is also accepted
by the system. The system notices that there is some overlap and notifies Tim that there is a difference
between his edit and what Bob had changed along with prompting him to compare versions to see the
difference. This allows Tim to review BobOs changes at a glance. If BobOs changes need to be reincorporat:
Tim can do so by re-edting the page. Otherwise Tim can also chose to leave the page as is.

We have put a lot of work into our conflict merging to ensure that you donOt lose content and to maintain
the integrity of edits so that they can be integrated manually by the user as opposed to removing the edit
because of a conflict.

FCKEditor

MindTouch Deki makes authoring web documents painless with FCKEditor. This built-in WYSIWYG editor
is similar to that of a light weight word processor. There is no arcane notation to learn and memorize.



Instead, you can format textvith a click of a buttonand even copy/paste from other web pages and office
applications. Likewise, inserting images and links is done through dialogs, which allow you to browse the
wiki hierarchy or search for keywords. Below you will find the default functionality included with the
editor, along with additional functionality that can be added easily through the MindTouch Deki Control
Panel.

Once you have the above configured, then clear your server cache by going to Control Panel ->
Maintenance and History -> Cache Management -> Clear Server Cache

Then clear your browser cache and do a hard refresh.

Format
Through the Format and Transformations drop downs in the editor, you can structure your content to be
easier to find, navigate, and consume.

Formatting your MindTouch Deki page allows you to structure and format the content on the page to make
it easier to consume and, if your Deki is public, make it better for Search Engine Optimization. Below is an
example of all available formats being applied in MindTouch Deki. You can change the formatting of
content by highlighting it, and then selecting the appropriate format from the drop down box:

Transformations

Transformations allow you to apply a specific syntax highlighting for a formatted sample. In order for a
Transformation to be applied, the selection needs to have the Formatted format applied to it from the
editor.

Once you have the selection marked as Formatted, put your cursor in the Formatted area and click the
Transformation drop down. Select syntax.Php, which will apply the PHP syntax highlighting to the

formatted area:

Next, click the Save button. The region will have syntax highlighting applied to it, and will appear like this:




Style

The style drop down gives you quick access to applyi@gde DekiScript, andComment styles to content.
Codeis a basic styling and source tag that can be applied to distinguish it as a code block DEf&Script

style will execute DekiScript syntax without having to type out the whole synta&omment can only be

seen when you edit the page; it is hidden on Save. This can be helpful when you want to share notes with
the editor, but not the public. Below, we can see examples of all three styles in Edit Mode and Saved Mode.
The first formatting is the Codestyle, the second i®ekiScript, and the final is theComment.

Note that when the text is saved, the Code style is applied, the DekiScript is executed, and the Comment is
hidden.

Versioning

MindTouch Deki includes versioning for pages and attachments. This means that every edit is captured in
Deki, and is automatically done in Deki on each save/upload. See how to access the versioning below.

Page Versioning

Every edit to a page is captured and cataloged in the version history. To get started, navigate to a page that
you want to view the versions. In the upper right hand corner of the page there is the following wording:
Page last modified (date) by (user), where the date is the last time that the page was edited and the user is
the last person that edited it. Click on the date to see the changes.

After clicking on the date, all versions of the page since its inception will be shown.



If you want to view a specific version to see what it looked like clislew version next to the revision that
you want to view. Each version has details of when it was edited, who edited it, and a summary of the
changes. You can compare versions by clicking the radio button next to one version and the radio button
next to the one you want to compare it with. In the screenshot above we have selected the radio buttons,
now we click Revision comparison. This will display a diff between the two versions as such:

The text highlighted in green was added in the most recent version, and the text highlighted in red was
removed. To revert to the previous version, click the revert button and it will display the page as follows:

Note that the green highlighted text was removed as that was a new addition and the red highlighted text
was restored

File Versioning

MindTouch Deki versions files so that a version of the file is never lost. It is based on the file name. To get
started, we'll upload a file so that you can see what it looks like when it isn't versioned:




Next we'll upload the same file again again so we can see that there is a plus sign next to the file name.
Clicking on the plus sign will show all of the versions of that attachment:

If there are any links that point to the document, it will automatically point to the most recent version of
the document.

Attaching Files

Each page has two links for attaching a file/image. The first link is available in the "More" menu, and is
titled Attach file or image . The second link, also titled\ttach file or image , is at the bottom of the page
with a paperclip icon next to it. Both can be seen in the following screenshot:

Attachment Dialog

Clicking the Attach file or image link will open the attachment dialog, which will then give you two options
for uploading files: Classic Uploader or Flash Uploader. Both ways of uploading are covered below.

The Classic Uploaderallows you to select one file at a time and is supported in all supported browsers.
The Classic Uploader is great to use if you need to add a file quickly.

TheFlash Uploader allows you to upload multiple files at once, but is dependent on having Flash installed
on the computer (download Flash)Another useful feature of the Flash Uploaded is the progress bar that
lets you see how much time is left for the upload.

Classic Uploader




To attach a file or image using the Classic Uploader, click the Browse button. A file explorer dialog will
open, and you can then search your local computer for the file that you want to upload as follows:

Once you have found the file/image that you want to attach, select it and then click the Open button. This
will then add it to the Classic uploader queue as follows:

The location of the file will appear in the File field. Then you can give the file a description in the
Description field. This will show up next to the file once attached. If you need to upload more files then

repeat the steps. If you run out of rows for adding files, click tf§3 next to any of the file upload fields, and
that will add another field as follows:



Once you have all of the files that you want to upload listed, click the Attach files button and the files will
be listed on the page as follows. In this case it was an image so it automatically rendered as a Thumbnail in

the Images section.

If you have added an image to the file queue that you do not want to upload select the - button in the
upload dialog box as shown.

Flash Uploader
To use the Flash Uploader to upload files, click Attach file or image and then click the Flash Uploader Tab

which will present you with the following screen and will automatically open a file explorer for you. If it
doesn't open the file explorer for you, click th&elect files... to launch the file explorer.



Navigate to the location of the file/image that you want to upload, select it, and then click Open.

This will load it up in the Flash Uploader. To add a description for the file, click the file name and a
description box will appear as follows:



When you are ready to upload the file click the Attach files button. The upload progress of the file(s) will
then be displayed:

The attachment will be added to the MindTouch Deki page:




File Versioning
MindTouch Deki allows you to attach files to any page in Deki so they can be referenced within the
Documentation. Like pages the files are also versioned. Check outfi@wersioning documentatiorto find

out more.

Inserting a Link

If you want to insert a link in your MindTouch Deki page, select the text that you want to link to, and then
click the Link button. This will bring up the Link dialog, which opens in Search Mode; this looks within the
wiki to see if there are any pages that are related to the text that you highlighted. As you can see in the
following screen, it found one page called MindTouch.com that can be linked to. If you want to link to this,
simply click the Update Link button and the link will be added.

If you want to link to the websitehttp://www.mindtouch.com , put that in the Link to: field and then click
the Update Link. This is demonstrated in the screen below:

If the page isn't listed in the matches and isn't an external link, then you'll have to navigate the entire wiki
to find the pageffile that you want to link to. You can do this by clicking thBrowse tab and navigating
through the wiki as seen in the following screen shot:

Note the Navigation on the Left hand side of the screen. These icons are as follows:

1. This goes up one level from where you are at right now
2. This returns to the top of the hierarchy
3. This goes to the Home Page which offers you 3 areas you can drill into: a) The Deki Hierarchy b)

4. This goes to the logged in user's user page
If the page that you have selected looks good, it will show what you are linking to in thek to: space
above the navigation window.

Insert Image

If you want to insert an image into a MindTouch Deki page, put your cursor where you want to insert the
image on the page, and click thenage icon. This will open the image dialog in Browse mode which allows
you to navigate through Deki's hierarchy and locate images to insert as seen in the following Screen shot.

You can navigate through Deki to find images to add to the page. Note the Navigation on the Left hand side
of the screen. These icons are as follows:

1. This goes up one level from where you are at right now

2. This returns to the top of the hierarchy

3. This goes to the Home Page which offers you 3 areas you can drill into: a) The Deki Hierarchy b)
User Pages c) Templates

4. This goes to the logged in user's user page



Once you've found the image that you want to insert into the page, select it. It will then show a thumbnail
in the preview window on the right. You can then specify the image size and alignment of the image. When
your image is ready, click Insert image and it will be inserted into your Deki page.

If you want to search Deki for an image, or insert an image that is externally hosted, click on the Search
tab. Type the keyword you are searching for or the URI of the image you want to insert (as can be seen in
the following screenshot):

Once you put the URI for the image in thank to: field, you can specify the alignment and then click
Insert image.

Insert Extension

Position your cursor on the page where you want to insert the Extension, and click the Extensions Button
in the Editor. This will then load the Extension Dialog as seen below:



From here you can navigate through the available extensions and insert the desired extension. The Built-in
selection includes functionality that is native to Deki including Table of Contents, DekiScript, and more.
For more information on how to insert Specific Extensions, take a look at tetension Documentation

Insert Media

To insert Media like a video or music, first position your cursor in the page where you want the media to
be embedded and then click the Media button which looks like a film strip. This will open up the following

dialog which allows you to point to a url and supports video and audio including WMV, MOV, YouTube,
MP3, and more.

The media can exist on Deki too, so you can attach a movie or audio file and then embed it in the page.
Once you have the URL of the media you want to embed, add it to the URL of media file and then click

insert media . After clicking insert media, a Dekiscript line of Code will be added to the page where your
cursor is and will look like this:

Insert Template

To insert a Template onto a page, position the cursor on the page where you want the template to be
inserted and click the Template button. This will bring up the Insert Template Dialog, which shows all of
the Templates available to you. If you want to add a new Template, take a look aflamplate Section

Select the Template that you want to use from the Drop Down and then click theert template button.
This will insert the Template where the cursor was positioned.

Insert Table

To insert a table into a Deki page, position your cursor where you would like to insert the table and then
click the Table button that is highlighted above. Once you click this, it will open up the following dialog:

Once the dialog opens, you can configure the properties of the table before inserting it into the page.

Configure the number of Rows and Columns for the table, you can add more later on if needed by
right clicking on the table and adding more. See below for right click dialog.

Change the border size for the table, if you set it to O then there will be no border

You can change the alignment of the table by clicking the dropdown and selecting Left, Right, or
Center

Width can be expressed by pixels or Percent. if you set it to 100% then it will expand to the full
width of the Deki page

Height can only be expressed in pixels. If left empty it will auto adjust according to the number of
rows you have

Cell spacing dictates the spacing between cells

Cell padding adds spacing inside the cell itself, giving an invisible border

Caption will place a heading for the table that will be visible

Summary is meta data for the table

Once you have everything configured to your liking you can click OK and the table will be inserted

When you right click on a table, you can adjust it further by Adding and Deleting Columns, Rows, and Cells.
If you want to edit details about the Table such as width, cell spacing, border size, etc., click on Table
Properties.

Comments

MindTouch Deki pages have a comment section for users to add their suggestions, thoughts, and questions,
without affecting the main Deki page. To add a comment to a page, the user must first log in. The user
would then go to the page they want to add a comment on and scroll to the Comment section at the bottom
of the page:

Once you have added your comment, click the Add comment button and the comment will be added to the
page as follows:



The Comment notes who made the comment, when it was made, along with the comment itself. If you need
to Edit your comment, you can click the Edit button. If you need to Delete the comment click the Delete

button. Note: Comments aren't threaded, they are flat comments (meaning that you can't reply to a
specific comment).

Printing and Saving as PDF

MindTouch Deki includes the ability to Print pages to a local printer or to save the page as PDF using
PrinceXML. To get started, go to the page in MindTouch Deki that you want to print and click the Print
Page button at the top of the page as seen here:

This will then load the print dialog which looks like the following:



Now you can choose to Print Page or Save as PDF. Before printing, take a look at the Print Preferences to
make sure that the output will be formatted correctly:

1. Shows the auto generated Table of Contents for the MindTouch Deki Page. The Table of Contents
are generated based on the Headers of the Deki page.

2. The Page Modified Info is listed in the upper right hand corner of the Deki Page which shows the
last time it was edited and who edited it.

3. If you have any content that is linked within the page, this will show the links summarized at the
bottom of the print out



Once you have selected the preferences, you can Print the Page or Save it as PDF.

If you want to Print the Page on your local printer, click the Print Page button. That will load the print
dialog (which will vary depending on Operating System).

If you want to save the page as a PDF document, click$age as PDFDepending on your browser
settings, it may open the PDF in your browser, or it may prompt you to save it to your computer. The
following shows it open in the browser:

Note the PrinceXML watermark in the upper right hand corner. This can be removed by purchasing a
PrinceXML server license.



Recent Changes

Recent Changes is a great place to get the pulse of your MindTouch Deki installation. The Recent Changes
interface allows you to see all changes across Deki, based on your permissions. To access Recent Changes
click the Recent Changedink at the top of the Website:

This will show you a breakdown of the changes on a daily basis; it includes the page that was edited, when
it was edited, who edited it, and a summary of the edit. You can also narrow down the results by searching
for a specific user in theView Changes by Useffield.

Watched Pages

Watched Pages gives a list of Pages that you are watching (see the section on haxidta page to your

watch list to learn how to watch pages). To see a list of pages that you are watching, click Tools -> Watched
Pages:

This will then show the following page, which displays all of the pages being watched:

You can update your Watched pages by clicking one of the Watched Pages, and clicking Remove Selected
Pages.

Attachment Dialog

Clicking the Attach file or image link will open the attachment dialog, which will then give you two options
for uploading files: Classic Uploader or Flash Uploader. Both ways of uploading are covered below.

The Classic Uploaderallows you to select one file at a time and is supported in all supported browsers.
The Classic Uploader is great to use if you need to add a file quickly.

TheFlash Uploader allows you to upload multiple files at once, but is dependent on having Flash installed
on the computer (download Flash)Another useful feature of the Flash Uploaded is the progress bar that
lets you see how much time is left for the upload.

Classic Uploader

To attach a file or image using the Classic Uploader, click the Browse button. A file explorer dialog will
open, and you can then search your local computer for the file that you want to upload as follows:

Once you have found the file/image that you want to attach, select it and then click the Open button. This
will then add it to the Classic uploader queue as follows:



The location of the file will appear in the File field. Then you can give the file a description in the
Description field. This will show up next to the file once attached. If you need to upload more files then

repeat the steps. If you run out of rows for adding files, click tf§3 next to any of the file upload fields, and
that will add another field as follows:

Once you have all of the files that you want to upload listed, click the Attach files button and the files will

be listed on the page as follows. In this case it was an image so it automatically rendered as a Thumbnail in
the Images section.

If you have added an image to the file queue that you do not want to upload select the - button in the
upload dialog box as shown.



Flash Uploader
To use the Flash Uploader to upload files, click Attach file or image and then click the Flash Uploader Tab

which will present you with the following screen and will automatically open a file explorer for you. If it
doesn't open the file explorer for you, click th&elect files... to launch the file explorer.

Navigate to the location of the file/image that you want to upload, select it, and then click Open.



This will load it up in the Flash Uploader. To add a description for the file, click the file name and a
description box will appear as follows:

When you are ready to upload the file click the Attach files button. The upload progress of the file(s) will
then be displayed:

Clicking a chronotag link
exposes an events view. Much like the explorer view, the events view displays all pages with the same date,
but it also allows the selection of a dates to display all pages that fall within a range of dates. Sometimes
the natural language processor will fail to convert your input into a date (example: "date:oaiwjeoifajf") - in
that case, the whole tag is treated as a normal-class of tags.
